Minutes of Meeting

August 21, 2003

The meeting was called to order by Keith Porter.  The minutes of the previous meeting were read and accepted as read.

Treasurer’s Report – Don Speed

There is a slight budget surplus due to better than expected concession profits.  There was no concession activity in the month of July.  There was income of about $9800.00 from soccer sign-ups.  

Instructional Basketball 

Keith still needs someone to take over instructional basketball.  Keith will help whoever takes over to ensure a smooth transition.

Soccer – Steve Justice

Steve reported that there were 6 teams from St. John’s that played in the Corpus Christi preseason tournament.  Steve also says that he fielded many calls about late sign-ups and is looking for a solution to avoid this problem in the future.  

There are 62 signed up to play lollipop soccer.  That makes 6 teams.  Play begins on September 6 and is finished by mid October.  Pictures are tentitively scheduled for September 13 except for boys and girls kickers.  

At this time we are in need of referees and also Steve may be looking into using the voucher system similar to what was done in baseball.

Old Timers – Rick Yauss

There are 2 or 3 games left.  The season is going well.  Parking for the festival also went well. 

Building and Grounds

We are still in the process of cleaning up after the festival.  We need to put the complex back in order, replace picnic tables, clean-up straw, etc.  The water wheel is in order and should be available soon so that the soccer fields can be watered.
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Old Business

The annual coaches grill-out will be held on Friday, October 3.  RSVP is required.  This will be an adult function.  Coaches are responsible for inviting their assistants.  Spouses are welcome.  RSVP must be made to Bob Rost so that the appropriate amount of food can be ordered.

Coordinators
